EDN'’s First Chief, Wayandaga,dreamed of
buying back the sacred land known as
Wyalusing Rocks on Rt. 6 in Bradford County
PA.

Many Indian people throughoAimerica
know this clifside location high above the
Susquehanna River as ‘Prayer Rocks'. It is
included on Nationabeographic Appalachia
Geotourism Mapguide. EDN purchased the
site in 1999.

Most EDN members are descendents of
American Indians who once lived in this
region and resisted being forced out.

Researching and interpreting this story is a
focal point, but transference of living culture is
central. Many of us carry forward pieces of a
shattered culture. EDN fefrs a forum to pull
those pieces together into a cohesive mosaic.

Currently the group is fundraising to build
a new Cultural Center where visitors can learn
about theAmerican Indian cultural contribu
tions, past and present, in the Endless
Mountains RegionThe Cultural Center will
house EDNS collection of artwork and afti
facts, genealogical archives and research
library.

Besides being the hub of EDdN¢ultural and
heritage activities throughout the ygetire
